All fruit
was fermented in stainless steel tanks, pressed, then
racked into a mix of barrels. Final blend around
December of 2020.

Tasting Notes: Aromas of blackberry and raspberry are
accompanied by notes of fragrant lilac and vanilla.
Rich and expressive from first sip, this is a food
friendly Cabernet Sauvignon that bursts with flavors
of juicy plum, black cherry and strawberry, along with
a hint of sweet baking spices.
