The Cal Batllet winery was created in the year 2000 by restoring the old family winery situated in Gratallops. 
Its production comes exclusively from the growing of the family-owned vineyards, some as much as 100 
years old, cultivated on hillsides with slate soil placed in Gratallops and Torroja del Priorat. The grape 
varieties grown here are the local Carinyena and Garnatxa in reds mainly, and the old Escanyavella in whites. 
All the wines are classified under the distinctives “Vi de VILA” and “VI de PARATGE” from the wines pyramid 
classification regulated by de DOQ PRIORAT, clearly committed with a philosophy of terroir wines, expressing 
all the personality from each village where we have our roots: Gratallops and Torroja.

Spontaneous fermentation in vat at a maximum temperature of 
24ºC, with soft overpumpings and 15-day macerations. Very 
soft extraction and respect. 
 
Coming from young vines up to 30 years old planted on terraces 
in the family estates of Gratallops. A wine that integrates fruit, 
lightness and acidity, in perfect balance to be drunk with ease 
until the last glass. 
 
The 2022 harvest, with a spring of regular rains and a summer 
with extremely high temperatures but not dry, gives us the 
conditions to obtain fine, elegant wines with very well-balanced 
acidity. 
 
Llum d’ALENA is a Grenache based wine full of flowery notes, 
fruits and herbs. Sweet on entrance, it is intense, rounded, 
pleasing and easy to drink. 
 
The Priorat wine appellation is made up of 12 villages 
and 12 terroirs = 12 personalities.
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
